Become a WordPress Expert and
Create Your Own Website

Course Overview: This comprehensive course aims to equip participants with the essential skills
and knowledge needed to build a professional website using WordPress. Throughout the course,
participants will learn the fundamentals of WordPress, explore various themes and plugins,
customize website designs, and understand the importance of search engine optimization (SEO)
for website visibility. By the end of this course, participants will have the confidence and ability to
create, manage, and maintain a fully functional and aesthetically pleasing website with
WordPress. The course will begin with an introduction to how the internet works, followed by an
explanation of how domain registrars function. Participants will learn the benefits of using
WordPress as their preferred content management system (CMS) and will then dive into

hands-on practical exercises to build their own fully functional websites.
